New Frontiers Grants
Christopher Andres, Anthropology, IPFW

Mapping the Political and Built Environments at Tipan Chen Uitz, Cayo District, Belize
This project will investigate how members of the large and newly reported ancient Maya center of Tipan Chen Uitz selected the community\'s location and integrated the site\'s monumental architecture into a rugged natural landscape.  During the summer of 2010, a detailed map of the site\'s civic-ceremonial precinct will be generated and the dates of the community\'s occupation will be established through a program of minimally invasive excavations.  These efforts will provide insight into community development patterns in a poorly understood part of central Belize and will create a framework for testing competing models of political organization during a period of widespread political transformation in the Maya Lowlands.

Past is Present, Digitally Altered Everyday Ware
Using digital processes including laser printed ceramic decals a new body of work will be created by reworking existing ceramic wares with the theme of global warming. Stories such as the tragic lovers lost Willow Ware will become an altered reality of what could be. By reworking existing discarded pieces a deeper sense of global issues will be stated. The work will be recycled; it will address history through the material and imagery, and will incorporate new technology that is replacing a more toxic alternative.

Editing Shakespeare for the 21st Century
Gary Taylor, John Jowett, and I will be the three General Editors for the New Oxford Shakespeare for the 21st Century. This will be the first multi-format, multi-platform edition of Shakespeare, including a Modern Spelling edition that will be primarily produced at IUPUI. I will need to work at the major repositories of Shakespeare's texts, hire two post-docs who will work under my supervision, and I will engage scholars to come to IUPUI to work with the project--bringing their expertise to the campus and the Indianapolis community. The benefits of this project on my research and on the reputation of IUPUI cannot be overstated.

Nineteenth-Century British Hymns for Children: A Lost Genre of Victorian Childhood
Beginning with a sabbatical research trip to England in 2006, I have been engaged in a study of nineteenth-century British children's hymnody, a rarely studied genre of Victorian studies.  My consideration of hymns challenges standard theories of the Victorian child, with significant interdisciplinary implications.  I am requesting a New Frontiers Grant to help me finish the research in England and write a manuscript for publication, eventually to be a chapter of a book-project.

Sweet Air: Modernism, Regionalism, and American Popular Song

Sweet Air explores American vernacular music as it negotiates experiences of modernity and comes to mirror the formal experiments of the modern avant-garde. It shows how rural populations used forms such as blues, country, and folk to manage sensations and feelings brought on by modern life and how their investments in these forms opened political and economic possibilities on a national scale. By exposing a modern public sphere that is rural and musical rather than cosmopolitan and literate, the project reframes the coordinates of contemporary scholarship and makes room for other, more inclusive modes of cultural production. The award would allow me to complete this project and submit it for publication by University of California Press.

Tendrils: modular organic systems
Tendrils:  modular organic systems, is an investigation into the creation of participatory sculptural structures.  Modular systems based on organic forms will be created for gallery presentations, where visitors will be invited into the creative process.  Given a kit of parts, users are encouraged to discover how they can be recombined to create functional, decorative, and sculptural compositions.  The goal of the project is to create 4-6 distinct modular systems that vary in scale, from jewelry to furniture size.  Designed in three-dimensional modeling software, the final pieces will be printed using rapid-prototyping technology.  The final body of work will be submitted for exhibition regionally, nationally, and internationally.

A Trans-disciplinary conceptualization of Don Freund’s PASSION with Tropes

The objective of this proposal is a trans-disciplinary conceptualization of Don Freund's PASSION with Tropes, an original musico-dramatic work, leading to an innovative, immersive and interactive public presentation that will establish new connections between artistic disciplines and digital technologies, and define new directions for the performance of contemporary classical music. A co-creative process will ensue that will involve Freund as a composer in a collaborative process of meta-composition with collaborators conductor Carmen HelenaTellez, interactive visual artist Margaret Dolinsky, theater technology director Paul Brunner, video director Susanne Schwibs and lighting designer Robert Shakespeare.

The Widening Gyre: Music for an Ensemble of Laptops and Acoustic Instruments
The proposed project is to compose a musical work that metaphorically engages the environmental catastrophe known as “The Great Pacific Garbage Patch,” which suspends a diverse collection of discarded plastic in an immense area of the Pacific Ocean.  The ensemble for the piece comprises acoustic instruments and a set of laptop computers.  The laptops record the instrumentalists and decompose their sounds into small particles, much as sea water and sun break down the plastic in the ocean.  The piece makes use of an innovative loudspeaker setup to depict the circular currents of the ocean.  The work will be performed and recorded during the 2010-11 concert season by the IU new Music Ensemble at the Jacobs School of Music.

“Picturing the Prophet: The Prophet Muhammad in Islamic Texts and Images”

This book, entitled “Picturing the Prophet: The Prophet Muhammad in Islamic Texts and Images”, provides a groundbreaking study of the various “images” of the Prophet Muhammad through the production of textual and visual imagery over the course of over one thousand years.  This grant is to provide support to travel abroad to view materials in international collections; to pay for publication-quality images and permissions to publish; to hire research assistants; and to secure a publication subvention so that this ambitious and timely book (to be submitted to Princeton University Press) will include over tone hundred color images.

Historicity and Holism
Historicity and Holism pioneers a new model of history (as it informs knowledge, interpretation, and thought), substituting discrete historical streams with their own thematically-situated becomings (such as the historicity of the concept of number or of the sonata form) in the place of standard historical totalities, such as epochs or periods. Simultaneously, Historicity and Holism revamps the newly construed field of postphilosophy (comprised of postructuralism, "theory," and "continental philosophy"). It contests the privileging of difference and radical alterity in favor of a newly recast notion of truth. Thereby, my project newly energizes a field that has proved vital to the work of humanities over the last 30 years.

The Hand of the Artist in Early Modern Art and Art Writing
This book is an investigation of seventeenth-century European paintings that are about the creative act of painting - paintings about paintings in other words.  Writings about art from that time theorized that the making of a painting was primarily an intellectual undertaking.  Some artists agreed, but many others articulated through their works of art a vision of making that celebrated craft and, by extension, the hand of the artist.

Domestication and Disavowal: English Fiction and the Animal
"Domestication and Disavowal" analyzes the intersecting and overlapping histories of domestic novels and domestic animals in England from the 18th through the early 20th centuries. If during this period England became known as a nation of shopkeepers, the country was also preeminently associated with long novels and beloved pet animals -- two cultural forms that, I argue, developed not in parallel but in tandem.  Chapters dedicated to analysis of novels by Defoe, Dickens, the Bronte sisters, Eliot, Hardy, and Woolf demonstrate how thoroughly the major canon of British fiction is preoccupied by animal-human relations, domestication, and animality.

Oral Histories of Busing for Desegregation in Indianapolis
This project is to conduct 15-20 oral histories of individuals who were affected by court-ordered busing for desegregation in Indianapolis between 1968 and the present. These interviews will document how busing affected the interviewees' experiences of education, race, law, and sense of place, both in the past and present.

The Problem of Black Identity and Inclusion in Twentieth-Century Colombia
This project examines how social movements, environmental conditions, and violence have shaped black identity and inclusion in modern Colombian. Although scholars ponder the relationship between black culture and the environment, none has connected contemporary developments to Afro-Colombians' 150-year struggle for citizenship status. By taking a historical approach, I reveal the changing terrain over which citizenship and race have been constructed, as well as how black citizens have negotiated these political and cultural vicissitudes. In order to write the untold story of Afro-Colombians after slavery, I engage with and contribute to the study of the history, politics, and culture of the African Diaspora in the Americas.

Disappearing Acts: The End of White Criminality in the Age of Jim Crow
The project explores how ideas about race, gender, and citizenship shaped Prohibition-era cultural practices and attitudes towards crime and punishment when white criminality was still a potent cultural signifier of crime in the urban North. At issue is how whiteness shaped notions of class victimization and suffering within the context of punitive criminal justice practices and more broadly FDR's New Deal. In an age also defined by increasing segregation, discrimination, and limited responses to African American abuse by police and prison officials, this project examines the impact of rehabilitative reforms aimed at white communities on the notion that blacks were the only real threat to public safety in postwar urban America.

For four years the Department of Theatre and Drama has produced Premiere Musicals: Developing Musical Theatre at Indiana University, a program dedicated to creating new works of theatre.  Premiere Musicals is now poised to enter a new phase of generating work by creating a devised musical theatre piece.  A \"devised piece\" begins with a concept or theme that is explored by the entire company to create a script and score leading to public performances.  To lead this creative process, the Department of Theatre and Drama will host the award winning Waterwell Theatre Company as facilitators and part of the artistic team.

Indi-Growing Blue - Art, Public Engagement, and the Cycle of Indigo Farming

Indigo as a material and process has rich potential for generating creative resonance between art, farming, and society.  By creating a first-hand experience of the cycle of indigo farming and processing, and by investing participants as collaborators in the creative process, this project will generate the raw materials and documentation for upcoming exhibitions as well as lay a foundation for future indigo cultivation at Indiana University.

Blood, Lead, and Ink: A Concise History of Civil War Medicine
This project is to research and write the first half of Blood, Lead, and Ink - a monograph that re-assesses Civil War medical care in the context of social history and the U.S. public health movement. My object is to re-direct the scholarly conversation about wartime medicine from its narrow focus on surgeons and medical treatment to a broader synthesis of the social and political forces that shaped military medicine.  Patients will be at the center of this version of the medical war, as I show how the web of interactions among soldiers, civilians, and practitioners struggling for authority influenced the trajectory of 19th-century American medicine.

Foreign Police Assistance and the U.S. Criminal Justice System:  Cold War Connections
As part of a project on the Office of Public Safety, a USAID body that provided police assistance to foreign countries from 1962-74, I request support for research in municipal police archives in 5 U.S. cities.  I propose to trace the effects of OPS foreign police assistance on policing and criminal justice policy and practice in the U.S. by looking at exchange between OPS agents and the U.S. criminal justice system. At the police archives I will consult material records and identify former officers to interview.  This work will supplement previous research I did at the National Archives, leading ultimately to a book on the connections between foreign police assistance and the domestic criminal justice system during the Cold War.

Nature-Study and the Empathic Imagination: 1900-Present
The nature-study movement of the early 20th century offered educational reforms for children's environmental education that have striking parallels with environmental movements popular today. At the core of both movements is the cultivation of empathy as a way to build character and instill environmental responsibility in the young. Three important themes that receive attention in this project are: religious commitments that shaped nature-study; evolutionary theory as a driving force in nature-study, past and present; and an analysis of the most appropriate means for cultivating environmental empathy in children today. The proposal includes a book project and interdisciplinary collaboration.

Snow Globe, a plastic dream in a clear and present danger
At the risk of sounding maudlin, the world is going to pieces. By now we are familiar with issues of deforestation, global warming and ozone degeneration. Nevertheless, few of us are moved to action. The fact that the process of degradation is gradual makes the consequences of neglect and devastation of parts of our planet difficult to internalize. For some, to see it, is to believe it. I intend to articulate the direness of the situation through a large scale art installation and series of paintings which imagine a potential future. The exhibition space intended for the works involves two rooms. In the front room, a series of paintings will line the walls. Each painting will depict an unlivable environment. Within the bleak landscapes, enclosed glass domes will preserve different seasons and habitats along with several token inhabitants.

This year my research arrived at a cusp of change. I seek funding to move from my traditional approaches to the painting and printmaking mediums to building artworks integrating these approaches with sculpture, sound, video, and animation. Framed under the poetic search for Arcadia, a pastoral paradise, these works crafted will speak metaphorically of the Midwest as a synthesis of cultural, social, political, and humanist ideas bound by merging mediums and artistic approaches.

Hawaii as Racial Paradise: Statehood, Asian Americans, and the Invention of the Model Minority

"Hawaii as Racial Paradise" explores how and why Americans came to celebrate the social environment of the islands as both a valuable meeting ground between East and West and as a model for race relations during the statehood debate of the 1940s-1950s, locates these developments in the context of the Cold War and the Civil Rights movement, and assesses their implications for the United States\\\\\\\' racial order and parameters of citizenship.  I argue that the Hawaii statehood debate played an integral role in the creation of the "model minority" stereotype of Asian Americans.

The History of Western Medicine in China, 1800-1950
This proposal is for a research workshop/conference on the history of Western medicine in China. It focuses on the introduction and history of hospitals and medical schools most of which were initially supported by missionary and other Western philanthropy. It is part of a larger project with two main goals: first, to bring together established and new scholars at two conferences, one in the U.S. and one in China, to discuss the latest developments in research, as well as promising areas in need of further work; and second, to identify the major archival holdings on the history of the subject in the West and China, in order to make them more accessible to scholars, especially in China, via the internet.
